Plug your camera into the PC using the USB cable supplied, then turn on your camera and select the picture viewing mode.
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Your PC will find your camera and present you with this options window (Fig 1).  Select the option ‘Copy pictures to a folder on my PC’ and click OK. 
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Picture Name and Destination
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You will then be presented with this window; this window (Fig 2) is only for information so click on the ‘Next’ button to continue
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The next window (Fig 3) will enable you to tick or un-tick the individual pictures that you want to copy to your PC.  You also have the ability to select all of the pictures or none of the pictures by clicking the options two thirds of the way down this window on the right.  You can turn a picture if the picture is the only one ticked (If they are all ticked then clicking on the rotation buttons will rotate them all, so be careful)  Once all of the pictures that you want to copy to your PC are ticked, click on the ‘Next’ button at the bottom.


The next window (Fig 4) will ask you for a destination so, type something similar to the text in box 1 (It should be something logical that represents the pictures and the date taken) and then check that box 2 shows the same or similar information.  Click ‘Next’ to continue.

This next window (Fig 5) will show the progress of the copying and when finished, it will disappear and the next window will appear.

This leaves you with the second to last window (Fig 6) that asks if there is anything extra that you wish to do with your copied pictures.

If the button ‘Nothing, I’m finished working with these pictures’ is not selected then select it by clicking in the round button at the beginning of this sentence.

Then click on ‘Next’ to see the last window. (Picture not shown here.)
Read the next window’s instructions to see your pictures and when you have finished, click on ‘Finnish’ and you’re done.  Turn off your Camera and un plug from PC.

OK, so where are my newly uploaded pictures then???
Its one thing knowing how to copy your pictures from your Camera to your PC but do you know where they are once you’ve finished?

A good start will be to take notice of the last stage of the wizard.

The last thing the wizard does is to open a folder that contains your newly uploaded pictures.

It will look something like this.
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Now, take a look at the folders ‘Address Bar’.


It couldn’t be any easier, it tells you right there!





The Address should be (and if it isn’t you’ve done something wrong);


C:\Documents and Settings\Username\My Documents\My Pictures\New Folder Name





It makes no difference which Windows Operating System you use, be it Windows 98, 2000, Millennium, XP, Vista or 7. All will store the user Picture files in a pre set location.





Windows XP will use My Documents and then to My Pictures.





Windows Vista no longer travels via My Documents but go directly to Pictures. 


(Note the removal of the prefix ‘My’.)





Windows 7 however, has taken a different approach.


The concept of a pre set location remains but how you get there is different.


Gone again is the XP prefixing of ‘My’ and we are now stuck with just ‘Pictures’.


But now it takes a new approach!!!





The preset location is now a ‘virtual’ area called ‘Libraries’


This means that you can show any folder from anywhere on any external hard drive, be it fixed or portable, as a pictorial representation of that folder.





OK, so that’s a little technical I know so, let’s put it differently.





It takes a snapshot of the folder and of the location where the folder is and stores this information in the library as a picture.





Now, let’s say you have some pictures on an external hard drive and you have asked the Pictures library to take a snapshot of the folder. Once you plug in your external hard drive again you will see the snapshot of the folder and you will be able to see the pictures!





Note;


This will not always work with a USB Pen Drive.
