Picture Cloning

Unwanted objects can be removed from pictures by cloning the background near the object and painting this background over the unwanted object. By taking care to pick appropriate background and careful painting all evidence of the unwanted object can be removed. The program which we will use ‘FxFoto’ is available at no cost on the Internet. 

The task is to remove the ‘Give way’ sign and the ‘Street Name” sign from the picture.

1. Start Triscape / FxFoto

2. File / Open or Add Image and select My Pictures/Pictures for Edit/Give Way.jpg

3. Click Correct on row under menu bar

4. Select  clone brush tab

5. Start with clone brush width set to 25 and edge feather set to 5 and select round brush. Use zoom tool (top RH corner) to make picure larger.

6. Place brush over tree next to road sign and right click mouse button to sample part of tree

7. Move mouse pointer over road sign and paint (drag) tree over part of road sign as shown in Fig1. 
Do a small area then resample tree (step6) . Use areas of tree near road sign until upper part of road sign is replaced by tree. 
The Undo button can be used to remove cloning.

8. Reduce brush size. 
Move brush over grass and repeat above to replace lower post by grass (Fig2). 

9. Reduce brush size. 
Replace street name sign with grass (Fig3)

10. With a very small brush fill in gap in fence, where the post was, by cloning a part of the fence. Zoom in to see detail.
